Further to the meeting in Islip at the end of July and Stephen Barker visiting your property
to inspect the various improvements you have made, he made the following comments.

He appreciates the recent helpful works that you have carried out at your property to ease
the access into the land for the construction. Your desire to maintain as much of the
elevated Jand in your garden above the line of flooding which you showed to both Stephen
and myself is also fully appreciated.

At present the earthworks proposals envisage re-grading and widening the embankment
between bridges OXD44 and 46. Therefore at present it can not be agreed to remove the
permanent rights over 20002 and 19011 west of OXD44. However | am happy to
recommend to my client that they enter into an agreement with you to use reasonable
endeavours to minimise the final land take in these parcels.

There will no longer be any need for permanent land take in parcels 19010 and 20003 as

has been explained to you before. The size of parcel 19010 closest to your property

including your newly constructed wall can be reduced in size to include just the access

track which you have constructed.

It was also added that it is intended that only transit vans will use the lane for access and
the entrance and track you have provided. However as explained by Stephen, in practice it
is hoped that most if not all the access to 19010 will be taken down the side of the railway
embankment through parcel 19018 rather than through the barn conversions driveways.
This is to reduce the impact of the construction on yours and neighbouring properties.
