EXPLANATORY NOTE OF PROPOSED MODIFICATION

On 6 January 2010 The Chiltern Railway Company Limited ("CRCL") of Great Central
House, Marylebone Station, Melcombe Place, London NW1 6]] applied to the Secretary of
State for Transport under section 6 of the Transport and Works Act 1992 for the above-
mentioned order under section 1 of that Act (“the Proposed Order”).

The Proposed Order makes provision for the construction of a new railway (including the
reconstruction of existing railway) and associated works between Bicester and Oxford
together with the construction or reconstruction of stations at Bicester Town, Islip, Water
Eaton and Oxford in order to facilitate the operation of direct railway services between
London Marylebone, High Wycombe, Bicester Town and Oxford.

The Proposed Order includes provision for the closure of the level crossing over Langford
Lane and for the replacement of that crossing by a new road (Work No.11) crossing the
railway by means of a bridge. Work No.11 also replaces ElIm Tree Farm No.l Level
Crossing and Elm Tree Farm No.2 accommodation crossing.

Consequent upon representations received regarding the application for the Proposed
Order CRCL as respects the alignment of Work No.11 CRCL have consulted further with
interested parties regarding the alignment of Work No.11. As a result of these
consultations a proposed revised alignment has been prepared by CRCL which takes into
account the representations. Attached is an illustrative plan which shows the proposed
revised alignment in red and the approximate position of that section of the original
alignment which is to be replaced in blue. The section of the original alignment shown in
green on the illustrative plan will remain. CRCL intends to seek to modify the terms of
the Proposed Order by varying the alignment of that part of Work No.11 as shown in blue
on the illustrative plan.

A paper of amendments to the Proposed Order, revised sheet Nos. 8b, 35 and 37 of the
deposited plans and sections, revised sheet No. 8b of the planning direction drawings and
revised page 48 of the book of reference (“the modification documents”) and a second
Addendum to the Environmental Statement (September 2010) (“the ES Addendum”)
have been prepared and are enclosed with a formal notice.
